ORDINANCE NO. 95

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE EMPLOYMENT OF ROBERT E. MEYER ENGINEERS, INC.
FOR WILSONVILLE STORM DRAINAGE STUDY; AUTHORIZING PAYMENT OF ENGINEER'S FEES; -
AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, the City's Comprehensive Planning study now in process requires,
or at least justifies, a local storm drainage study and uitimate preparation of
a STORM DRAINAGE MANAGEMENT PLAN that identifies general 1ocation‘and size of
drainage facilities and recommended policies to implement the plan; and

WHEREAS, the study and plan mentioned in the recitals of the first para-

graph above require the services of an engineer, and the Council considers the

firm of ROBERT E. MEYER ENGINEERS, INC. as particularly qualified for such project

and its proposed fee as reasonable; now, therefore,

THE CITY OF WILSONVILLE ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1: An Agreement for engineering services by ROBERT E. MEYER
ENGINEERS, INC. for a Wilsonville storm drainage study is hereby authorized for
a fixed fee of $14,950 to be paid semi-monthly based on work completed.

Section 2: The Agreement authorized by Section 1 above and consisting of
five pages plus attached Exhibit A of three pages and Exhibit B of one page is
attached hereto and by this reference and its attachment is expressly made a
part of this. Ordinance.

« Section 3: The Mayor is authorized and directed to execute and deliver
the Agreement referred to in Section 2 above in the name of and on behalf of
the Cjty of wi1sonvi11é and in as many counterparts as may be required; and pay-
ment of the fees as specified by said Agreement are to be made on receipt of
bi1lings and approval of the City Administrator from funds now on hand in the
City's budget, line item # 23

Saction 4: Commencement of the City's storm drainage study is an urgent
matter which is in the best interests of the City and its residents; and the
public health, safety and general welfare will be promoted by such a project;
and an emergency is therefore hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance shall
take effect immediately upon final reading and enactment.

A, Engincer agrees to provide and perform certain professional

B. Client's responsibility shall be as follows: in accordance

C. Clicent agrees to pay Engineer as compensation for his scrvices

as follows: A fixed fee of $14, 950 to be billed somi-monthly based on work

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D, The standard provisions attached are incorpbrated herein

and made a part of this agreement.

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STANDARD PROVISIONS OF AGRECMELNT

The Client and Engincer agree that the following provisions shall be
a part of their agreement.

1, Neither the Client nor ICngincer shall assign his interest in
this agrecement without the written consent of the other,

2. Al agrecments on Engincer's part are contingent upon, and
Engincer shall not be responsible {for damages or be in default or be deemed to
be in default by rcason of, delays in performance by rcason of strikes, lock-
outs, accidents, acts of God and other delays unavoidable or beyond Engin-
cer's reasonable control, or due to shortages or unavailability of labor at
cstablished arca wage rate or delays caused by failure of Client or Client's
agents to furnish infonnation or 1o approve or disapprove Engincer's work
promptly, or duc to late or slow, or {faulty performance by Client, other
contractors, or governmental agencies, the performance of whose work is
precedent to or concurrent with the performance of Ingincer's work. In the
casc of the happening of any such causc of delay, the tine of completion
shall be extended accordingly.

3. In the event that any changes are made in the plans and
specifications by the Client or persons other than the Lnginecer which affects
the Cnginecer's work, any and all liabilily arising out of such changes is
waived as against the Engincer and the Clicnt assumes full responsibility

. for such changes unless Client has given Ingineer prior notice and has re-

ceived from Lngincer writlen consent {or such changes,

4. The Inginecer is not responsible, and liability is waived by
Client as against Dngincecer, for usc by Client or any other person of any
plans or drawings not signed by Ingincer.
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5 Interest of 1% per month (but not exceeding the maximum
ratc allowable by law) will be payable on any amounts not paid within
30 days, payment thercafter to be applied {irst te accrued interest and then
to the principal unpaid amount. Any attorney's fees or other costs incurred
in collecting any delingquent amount shall be paid by the Client,

6. The Clicnt shall pay the costs of checking and inspcection
fces, zoning and anncxation application feces, assessment fees, soils
engincering fces, soils testing fees, acrial topography fees, and all other
fees, permits, bond premiums, title company charges, blueprints and re-

productions, and all other charges not specifically covered by the terms of
this agrcement.

7 In the event all or any portion of the work prepared or partially
preparced by the Engincer be suspended, abandoned, or terminated, the Client
shall pay the Engincer for the work performed at the Engincer's standard

hourly billing ratcs, not to excced any maximum.contract amount specified
‘ s
aercin,

8. Mny Opinion of the Consgtruction Cost prepared by the Ingincer
represents his judgment as a degsign professional and is supplied for the
general guidance of the Client. Since the Engincer has no control over the
cost of labor and malterial, or over competitive bidding or market conditions,
the Lngincer does not guarantce the accuracy of such Opinions as comparcd
to contractor bids or actual cost to the Client.

9. The Client agrees that in accordance with generally

acceplted construction practices, the construction contractor will be required
to ascume sole and complete responsibility for job site conditions during the
coursc of conslruction of the project, including safety of all persons and
property; that this requirement shall be made to apply continuously and not
be limited 1o normal working hours. In the performance of its profcessional
scrvices, Engincer will usc that degrec of care and skill ordinarily exer-
cised under similar circumstances by reputable members of its profession
practicing in the same or similar localities and no other warranties, express

or implicd, arc made or intended in any of Cngincer's proposals, coniracts
or reports.
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10, In the event Client fails to pay Engincer promptly or within
sixty (60) days after invoices are rendered, then Client agrees that Dngincer
shall have the right to consider said default a total brcecach of this agrcement
and the dutics of the Engincer under this agrcement terminated. In such
cvent, Client shall then promptly pay the Engincer for all of the fees, charges
and services performed by Inginecr on an agreed hourly basis.

11. Should litigation be necessary to enforce any term or pro-—
vision of this agreement, or to collect any portion of the amount payable
under this agrecement, then all litication and collection expenses, witness
fees and court costs, and attorncy's fecs shall be paid to the prevailing party.

12. Scrvices provided within this agrcement are for the exclusive
usc of the Client, :
