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In October 1988, the cities of
Wilsonville and Kitakata established
a sister-city relationship "in order to
deepen the understanding and
friendship between the two cities
through programs in such fields as
education, culture and economy."

Over the past 30 years, intercultural
exchanges between civic leaders,
community members and students
have facilitated greater appreciation,
strong connections and many
friendships between our cities.

As we commemorate the 30th
anniversary, we reaffirm our shared
commitment to continue to support,
and promote this sister-city
relationship.
